look (seem) िदखना You look great.  ᤶᤷ No “Looking” = watching. 

seem लगना It seems fine.  ᤶᤷ No Always stative.

Success 
depends on 
effort.

weigh 
(measurement)

 ࿨࿩࿪ Summary Rule for ING Column: 

 If the verb expresses a condition or mental state, never use “-ing.” 

 If it expresses an action or experience, you can use “-ing.” 
Example: 

o I think you’re right. (stative) 

o I’m thinking about my future. (dynamic)
